There Are Two Types Of Computer Graphics !
Vector (Also Called Post Script)  & Raster (Also Called Bit-map.)
Raster Art Is Done In Photographic Or Painting Programs, Digital Camera's And Scanners.  Bit-maps Are Comprised Of A Matrix 
Of Small Squares Called Pixels. Resolution Is The Number Of Pixels In An Inch. The Resolution Setting Will Dictate The Maxi-
mum Size At Which The Artwork Can Be Used. The Artwork Can't Be Enlarged Past The Maximum Size Allowed By Its Resolution 
Without Loss Of Quality And Visible Degradation. This Is Used Mainly 
For Photographs 

Vector Art Is Done In A Drawing Or Art Program With Lines, Curves And Shapes. Vector Art Can Be Enlarged Or Reduced 
Infinitely Without Loss Of Detail Or Degradation In Quality. Vector Art Is Often Used For Company Logos, Clip Art, Technical 
Illustrations, And Type. It Can Also Be Used For Complex Beautiful Designs As Well.

* Graphics From The Internet Are Designed For Your Monitor At Only 72 Pixels Per Inch. They Are
Unusable For Reproductions.
* Saving A Raster Based File With The ,eps Extension Does Not Convert It To Vector. This Has To Be
Done In A Drawing Program.
* Typography Should Not Be Done Raster Or Bit Map As The 55 Dpi Pattern Used For Photo Areas
 Will Give A Jagged Edge To The Text.
* Resolution Is Determined By The Actual Size Of The Art. Not The Page Or File ! Crop Art To Image Size.
* Digital Camera Pictures Are Set To Be Printed Standard 4x6 Prints No Matter The Mega Pixels.
* Photographs And Bit Maps Can Be Turned Into Spot Color By An Expert. Using Just Two Colors Does
Not Make It Spot Color. It Is Still Four Color Process Or Red, Green. Blue For Monitors. Black And
White Files Are The Same Unless Saved As Gray Scale .
* When Using White Ink In A Vector Program, Make It A Color That Can Be Seen.
* Name Your Files With A  Discriptive Job Name. Not Generic Terms Like T-shirt Front Or Logo Fin.
*Graidents, halftones and screen tints....... Dots under 10% will not image! Over 70% will fill in on press/

Vector Is The Preferred Format , Done In  Drawing Programs Like Adobe Illustrator & Corel Draw.
.eps: ( Encapsulated Post Script) Graphics And Industry Standard
.ai: Adobe Illustrator Native Format Version 13-cs3 Or Earlier.
.pdf Portable Document File. 
.fla: Flash File .swf Flash Movie .wmf Windows Meta File .svg Scalable Vector Graphic 
Regardless Of The Drawing Program Used To Create Vector Art, Most All Of Them Will Export To Eps.
Note: You Will Need To Send All Fonts Used In The Creation Of Your Design Or Convert Them All To Outlines Or Curves Within Your 
Document. This Is Preffered As Fonts Can Corrupt.
All Color Used Need To Be Pantone Spot Colors, Unless It Is A Four Color Process (Process) Job.

Portable Network Graphic .bmp Bitmap .jpg Jpeg - 
 There Are Special Considerations If Supplying Artwork In Jpeg Format. The Artwork Must Meet The Resolution Requirements 
Listed Below, And Must Also Be Saved As A High-quality Jpg. (Usually A 10 Or 12 Setting In The Software).
Resolution Requirements For Raster Art:
Raster Art That Is A Half Toned Or Tinted And Toned Should Be Scanned Or Created At Actual Size With A Resolution Of 150 Ppi. 
For Example, If You Want Your Print To Be 10" X 12", The Art Should Be 150 Dpi At 10" X 12". Small Sponsor Logos And Solid 
Graphics Should Be Supplied At 300 Ppi. Do Not Resample Your Artwork To A Higher Resolution To 
Meet These Requirements. If It's Already Been Saved 
Or Created At A Lower Resolution, It Will Only Get 
Worse In Quality If You Try To Force The Resolution 
Up. And May Be Unusable For Reproductions.
